Abstract

The article presents novel research into the development of chemsex
practices — a syndemic behaviour of sexualized drug use through online
hook-up and the use of sex apps among gay men in Belgrade, Serbia. In
the analysis, a new periodization is proposed comprising three distinctive
periods of chemsex: the period of chemsex as a “novelty” (2013-2016),
marked by online activities in selling drugs on gay dating sites and re-
cruiting participants for the parties online; the period of “consolidation” of
chemsex scene marked by regular consumption and commodification of
chemsex drugs among gay men (2017-2018); and the period of “devel-
oped chemsex” culture in Serbia (2019-onward) with the rising numbers
of chemsex participants, and increased demand for chemsex support ser-
vices. The analysis also argues how such periodization is not clear-cut,
and how each period overlaps with other periods. This article draws on
three research projects — the first is a research into gay virtual intimacy in
Serbia (2014—2018), during which data were generated and collected us-
ing the virtual ethnography methodology of gay dating apps; the second,
a research project “Confessions of a drug dealer” which comprises three
follow-up interviews undertaken between 2016-2018 with a drug dealer
in Belgrade, and the third one — an in-depth interview, conducted in 2020,
with a chemsex activist who previously took part in chemsex parties, and
now provides peer-support to chemsex participants/users. This article
provides an insight into the shifting risk of HIV and STDs transmission
among Serbian gay men in chemsex contexts.

Introduction

Chemsex is described as a syndemic of high-risk behav-
iors among gay men [1]. A syndemic nature of this practice
is manifested in a mutual convergence and amplification
of different behaviours — having sex with multiple partners
under the influence of specific drugs during a prolong pe-
riod of time, when partners are recruited via mobile phone
through gay dating apps.

fied and broadened the definition of chemsex as “[...] dis-
proportionate availability of recreational and particularly
harmful drugs that have been introduced so widely to gay,
bi and Queer men via online hook-up Apps (referred as
chems: crystal-methamphetamine, mephedrone and GHB/
GBL - gamma-Hydroxi butyric acid/gamma-butyrolactone).
[2] Stuart discusses the defining features of chemsex gay
culture — online gay communication, drug use, gay sex,
HIV infection and sexually transmitted diseases’ transmis-
sion, as well as mental health issues which originate from
social stigmatization and societal rejection of gay sexuality.

Further exploration of chemsex is bringing some other
aspects of gay intimacy in the context of wider social in-
teractions. Hakim (2018) sees the rise of chemsex as a
counterculture of neoliberal ‘competitive individualism’ in
London [3]. By drawing on the work of Birmingham school,
Hakim extrapolates chemsex culture of bisexual and gay
men as inherently rooted in the enactment of collective in-
timacy among them. Hakim argues as follow: [C]hemsex
is an embodied response to a range of material conditions
which have been shaped by neoliberalism: a desire for an
intimate mode of collectivity during an historical moment
when collectivity itself is being superseded by competitive,
entrepreneurial individualism as the privileged mode of be-
ing in the world (Gilbert 2013). [ibid]

For Hakim, the tension between personal and collective
gay intimacy is produced by the tendency to reinforce indi-
vidualism in the core of neoliberal capitalism. As the result,
gay men develop their personal resistance strategies to
maintain forms of collective gay intimacy.

A dynamic of drug use, especially crystal methamphet-
amine in gay communities around the world has been in
the focus of many studies [4,5,6,7]. The risk of getting
sexually transmitted diseases under the influence of drugs
among gay men is also becoming a well-documented fact
[8,9,10,11,12]. Bracchi et al. (2015) reported that almost
third of gay men they researched in the United Kingdom,
who were on antiretroviral therapy (ARV), were using ‘party
drugs’ in chemsex [8]. They also acknowledge that interac-
tions between these substances, ARV (antiretroviral ther-
apy) and chemsex drugs, are an under-researched area
[Ibid]. They advised medical professionals to pay specific
attention to chemsex drug use among HIV positive patients
(p-. 6). Daskalopoulou et al. (2016) discuss drug-drug inter-
actions between chemsex drugs and some ARV, respec-
tively ritonavir and cobicistat, with competitive metabolic
effects which could result in a changed concentration of
ARV [13].

men in France, where online communication enables gay
men to meet for this purpose [7]. Thus, an online technol-
ogy and online communication contribute largely in the
formation of specific online communities through CMD
(computer-mediated discourse), especially in the facilita-
tion of drug selling and drug use ‘buddies’. Sewell et al.
reporting increased causality between HIV negative men
who have sex with men engaging in chemsex and polydrug
use, and the increase of STl and HIV transmission among
them [11]. Of 1484 men who have sex with men (MSM) in
the United Kingdom who were subjects of the research up
to 23,6% were users of chemsex drugs and participated
in chemsex parties [ibid]. Frankis et al. (2018) researched
MSM chemsex-related behavior in 4 Celtic countries (Scot-
land, Wales, Northern Ireland and the Republic of Ireland)
and they report that one MSM in 17 is prone to engage in
chemsex, while in the same time those men are 4 times
more likely to report HIV positive status [12].

Chemsex is an under researched topic in Serbia, but it is
a growing practice among gay men in the country which
provides an insight into shifting risk of HIV and STDs
[14,15,16]. In the present, chemsex is a developed sex-
ual practice among Serbian gay men. A significant rise of
chems users is a marker of the expanding culture of chem-
sex among gay men. The increased number of drug deal-
ers follows the increase in drug demand. Poly-drug use
is now common activity among gay men in Belgrade and
it becomes a well-known sexual practice. The number of
chemsex parties is on the constant rise. A variety of sexu-
al activity which happens on chemsex parties range from
active sex with multiple partners to one partner related sex
and passive observation with absolute inactivity of an indi-
vidual participant. An HIV risk assessment during chemsex
activities is still an uncharted territory for Serbian gay men,
and this is especially true for gay men on ARV whose ther-
apeutical effects sometimes depends on the interaction
with chemsex drugs.

The lives of people affected by chemsex, and consequent-
ly HIV and STls, and their experiences are also largely
absent from scientific and public discourse in the Serbian
context. Milosavljevi¢ & StoSi¢ (2021), in their research on
the influence of COVID -19 on socio-economic conditions
of key populations under higher risk of HIV, report that 16%
of 137 MSM participants in the research used chemsex-re-
lated drugs during COVID -19 epidemic [17]. They also re-
port that 10,6% of MSM attended chemsex parties with a
number of parties attended ranging from 1- 8 per person
during the first year of epidemic [ibid]. The lack of com-

The objective of this article is to show how chemsex is a
new sexual practice among gay men in Serbia and to iden-
tify and highlight changes in the practice itself. The aim of
this article is to provide a conceptual and analytical space
for further research on chemsex in Serbia, and to underline
complexities of HIV and STls risk assessment in chemsex.

Methodology

This article draws on three research projects which were
conducted in the last 8 years. The first is a research into
gay virtual intimacy in Serbia (2014 — 2018), during which
data were generated and collected using the virtual ethnog-
raphy methodology of gay dating apps Grindr, PlanetRo-
meo and GaySerbia [14, 15,16]"; the second, a research
project “Confessions of a drug dealer”, which comprises
three follow-up interviews undertaken between 2016 —
2018 with a drug dealer in Belgrade [18], and the third one
— an in-depth interview, conducted in 2020, with a chemsex
activist Stefan P. from non-governmental organization Re-
generation, who previously took part in chemsex parties,
and now provides peer-support to chemsex participants/
users [19]. Virtual ethnography of gay dating websites was
approved by the Ethical Committee of the University of Hull
in 2014 as part of the author’s PhD thesis research [16]. In
the interviews with a drug dealer all ethical considerations
were respected and his name anonymized, while Stefan P.
gave his consent for his name to be fully published as well
as the name of the organization where he works.

A qualitative methodology (including the use of virtual eth-
nography and the conduct and collection of individual inter-
views) is appropriate not solely for the exploration of gay
sexuality and the gay subjectivities of which it is comprised,
but also for the exploration of gay men’s health and individ-
ual experience in relation to it, such chemsex represents.
Thus, gaining insight into the individual experience con-
tributes substantially towards a better understanding of the
influence of specific diseases on everyday life of people

The combination of triangulation research methods and
qualitative tools provides rich data for the analysis of the
complex discursive web around chemsex that complicates
further an already complex phenomenon. This article also
confirms the place of qualitative tools such as in-depth
interviewing and virtual ethnography in order to serve re-
search efforts into different aspects of chemsex or HIV/
AIDS among specific populations. A new methodological
‘perspective’ has the potential to contribute to better public
health prevention campaigning. This is especially neces-
sary if the campaigning effort is to reach the tech-savvy
younger gay men that it needs to address.

Virtual ethnography enables contextual and dynamic eth-
nographic research of chemsex practice. The term ‘virtual
ethnography’ was firstly introduced and used by Bruce Ma-
son, a new media theoretician, in 1996 and was later ad-
opted, in 2000, by Hine [20,21,22,23]. Virtual ethnographic
research is based on coming to understand the ‘shared
practices, meanings, and social contexts, and the interre-
lations between them’ of virtual communities [21]. As new
communicational technologies, with more scope for visual
elements, are emerging, Wodak and Krzyzanowski (2008)
discuss the development of new methodological research
techniques arising alongside them (p.2)[24]. Thus, virtual
ethnography as a qualitative research tool is being devel-
oped by, and, in its turn, is contributing to the development
of identities and communities in cyberspace.

Virtual ethnography has become a necessary methodolog-
ical tool for many areas of scientific research. The ethnog-
rapher is certainly at the centre of exploring and explain-
ing virtual worlds — where people exercise individual and
collective agency based on desires and goals [23]. What
should be of ethnographic interest in those spaces is not
their extraordinary dynamic, but ‘what is ordinary’ for them
[ibid]. For Fox (2012), virtual ethnography is a tool, rooted
in computer-mediated-communication (CMC), where dif-
ferent ‘identities’ communicate, on the basis of how their
perception of cyberspace is visualized (p. 58)[25]. Ma-
son (2002) argues that the collection of visual data and
its analysis is of the highest importance for the research-
ers to define research questions (p. 103)[21]. The World
Wide Web and the Internet are an inevitable source for
data collection (lbid). Dicks et al. (2005) observes that the
possibility of cyberspace communication removes the dis-
tance between the researcher and researched individuals
and thus concludes: ‘The capacity of the internet means
that it is increasingly feasible to reach otherwise “hard
to reach” people, often on a global basis’ (p. 1)[26]. The

for this research during the period of virtual ethnography
distinguishes it from participatory observation as a more
‘passive’ method of data collection.

For the purposes of this research, the data collected con-
sist of the certain elements of the users’ profiles on gay
dating sites, such as: user name, background picture,
headline, general and specific characteristics of the user,
emoticons of specific sexual practice or drug use, the
expressed preference for condom use or pre-exposition-
al prophylaxis (PrEP) use, e.g. unsafe or safe sex. The
user names comprise any name chosen by the user, or
they could be the examples of strategic (in)visibility (see
the next section), in cases where health status or specific
sexual preference like chemsex has been ‘hidden in plain
sight’. The digital activity/inactivity of the user is also vis-
ible to those within a certain radius of his location — i.e. if
the user is logged on and active then the dot on the right
hand side of his profile will be showing as green. If the
user is logged off and inactive then the dot will show as
red. Headlines of the users consist of very short, but effec-
tive messages, such as ‘looking for sex’ or ‘looking for a
partner’, or the user is seeking someone similar to himself,
who engages in specific sexual practice like chemsex. The
data gathered through virtual ethnography are analysed
with inductive content analysis [27].

The interview is one of the most frequently used tools in
qualitative research methodology [21,28]. Mason (2002)
defines the interview as ‘an interactive, topic-related ex-
change of dialogue that enables positioning of situated
knowledge in a specific context’ (p. 62)[21]. The interaction
between the researcher and interviewee is at the centre
of so-called ‘semi-structured’ interviews, where the inter-
viewee is given freedom of expression; being allowed to
explain his/her experience in his/her own words and own
way of thinking. The ‘semi’ of the term ‘semi-structured’ in-
dicates the influence that the researcher retains to deter-
mine the subject matter of the categories, sub-categories
and supplementary questions that are the content for his/
her analyses [ibid].

The discussion about narratives in qualitative interviews
hinges on how much freedom is given to interviewees to
express their positions freely [29]. The transfer between
interviewer and interviewees helps to reveal the personal
experiences of the researched individuals. The value of
the interview lies in the possibility not only for someone to
express his/her personal experience, but also to express
cultural discourses in connection to a specific subjectivity
and context. Semi-structured in-depth interviews allow the
participants to be reflexive and to say as much as possi-
ble, in their own words and using their own ‘register’ of

their lives. An interview reveals not only personal history,
but also the cultural patterns of specific social groups [21].
Interviews used in this article were coded, and codes were
grouped into themes and analysed by thematic analysis as
well as narrative analysis[31].

Results
The emergence of chemsex in Serbia

The pioneering study on chemsex in Serbia argue on spe-
cific drug use, especially G or GHB (gamma-Hydroxi butyr-
ic acid) among men who have sex with men in Belgrade,
and how they communicate chemsex practices online
[14,16]. One of the main strategies to negotiate chemsex
online is through strategic (in)visibility, a technique intro-
duced and discussed by Davis & Flowers (2014) as an ex-
cellent technique to communicate illicit or ‘uncomfortable’
health issues online such chemsex represents [9]. This is
specific representational technique used by gay men on-
line in which you reveal some parts of your identity without
saying explicitly about particular identity characteristics.

The first depiction of chemsex-related issues in Serbia
was on a gay dating websites Grindr, PlanetRomeo and
GaySerbia in 2014 -2015 [14,16]. The user names such as
PokemonG or KEks are just some of the participants’ repre-
sentations of drug use or drug sell online — for PokemonG
selling Poppers (aromatic alkyls) and GHB, and for KEks
selling Ecstasy or Kamagra (generic Viagra- Syldenafil
for erectile dysfunction). The users of online gay dating
sites participated in chemsex (re)presentations online, and
those were all of illicit drugs. The users who were involved
in drug sell online were also involved in turf wars with other
drug dealers. Those wars were raging on the internet, but
also in real life situations on the streets of Belgrade. Al-
though chemsex is specifically defined by the use of three
types of drugs — chrystal meth, mephedrone and G (GHB/
GBL) — the drug market introduced more drug options than
those basic ones to the wider audience of gay men online.

The rise of chemsex in Serbia

The three follow-up interviews with a drug dealer were very
insightful about chemsex drug use and drug sell [18]. The
first interview with N. was in December 2016, and follow
up interviews were in September 2017 and June 2018. He
is very active on the black-market scene related to chem-
sex drugs since 2015. The area he covered for drug sell
was (and still is) the territory of Belgrade, but he would
occasionally travel further for selling purposes to Novi Sad
and some other smaller satellite cities around Belgrade.

apps, mostly via Grindr. His narrative opens up a complete-
ly new insight about chemsex scene in Belgrade. Through
N’s narrative we can trace the development of a relative-
ly new sexual practice and new phenomenon in Belgrade
gay life — the phenomenon of chemsex. The themes that
emerge in N.’s interviews are: chemsex drug sell, the use
of gay dating apps for chemsex purposes, gay men’s risk
assessment in chemsex, as well as drug-drug interactions
and harm reduction. N. describes his beginning as the drug
dealer in 2015. as follows:

N: I lost my job in the state firm a year ago. I've been think-
ing a lot how | could make some income and selling drugs
emerged as an option. | thought why not to sell Kamagra (a
form of generic Viagra)? Back then, | used to buy Kamagra
on the black market, and | said to myself that | could also
sell to others. | learned that lots of men | know are using
Kamagra. | can get it myself on the black market and re-
sell it to them. My colleagues and friends are big consum-
ers [...] A few older colleagues of mine were ashamed to
buy it, so | was a delivery guy for them. They would give
me some money and | would get it for them [...] Some-
times, | would use it, too.

Z: Where did you get Kamagra for them? In the pharmacy?
N: No, not in the pharmacy, but on the black market. Get-
ting Kamagra was just a trigger for drug sell and | contin-
ued to re-sell Poppers and G additionally.

Z: What about chrystal-meth and cocaine?

N: No, not at all. | wouldn’t sell those. The difference is if
| get caught selling drugs by the police, | cannot be sen-
tenced for G the same way as | would be sentenced for
chrystal-meth or cocaine.

In his narrative, N. describes how he initially became a
supplier of Kamagra for his acquaintances and how he ex-
panded his drug portfolio. N. describes how he maintained
his drug supply chain and how those drug channels could
diversify as follows:

Z: Will you please describe the way you get G?

N: Sure. | get it directly from the EU.

Z: You get it directly from the EU?

N: Yes. | get it from Poland, Hungary, and Croatia. It goes
through custom service here. It’s all legal.

Z: How is that possible?

N: Yes, you can legally import G and you can order it
online. G is considered to be a chemical solution for car
cleaning, to clean metallic car parts, and that’s how it gets
here. The declaration states that this is a cleaning solution.
The thing is, if you order it online, than you have to take
smaller packages. That’s how | can get it without draw-
ing unnecessary attention from a custom service. A small

and more expensive then the custom service will be alert.
Some drug dealers travel directly to EU and bring it with
them, and afterwards they sell it.

The next step for N. is to place his products on the market
and online sell seemed to be the most suitable. N’s narra-
tive on this topic is as follows:

Z: Will you please tell me how did you get an idea to use
Grindr as your major marketing website?

N: Actually, my good friend introduced me to gay dating
websites [...] He showed me his user profile and I thought
that | could use it as a promotion website for drug sell. In
my opinion, it seems that Grindr is the most fertile ground
to post an advert. I've tried some other websites and net-
works such as Sympaticus, Facebook, but that was not
very successful. My targets are gay men, and Grindr is the
best website to reach them out. Grindr has recently intro-
duced a few restrictions. It reduced the number of people
you can see online, and you have to pay if you want to see
more men there. At first, there were just a couple of us sell-
ing drugs on Grindr. | am aware now of up to ten people
who are active on Grindr in relation to drug sell.

Z: What about PlanetRomeo?

N: I lost my interest for PlanetRomeo. | know three or four
men who sell drugs via Romeo. | said to one of them that
he was dishonest. He told everyone that he is the right guy
with original goods, and the rest of us, we are kind of fake
dealers, and that we kind of sell fake goods, so they didn’t
want to buy from us. That’s why | prefer Grindr.

A free access of gay dating websites allowed N. to reach
out wider gay audience. Nevertheless, as N. explained,
there are small differences how gay dating websites op-
erate. N. discusses his online selling approach as follows:

N: I used to write some initials in my user name. My nick-
name was PopeyeKG and | used to mark capital letters of
Poppers, Kamagra and GHB. | think you mentioned it was
called something like ...

Z: You mean strategic (in)visibility?

N: Yes, exactly that! | used those words that could lead gay
men to associate what | sell. | would also write a brief text,
like a puzzle, in addition to my nickname so that people
should know what they can get from me.

Z: How many nicknames do you have?

N: I have two active nicknames. Sometimes, it happens that
users report you to Grindr administrators if you do not want
tfo have sex with them and Grindr responds by canceling
your user account. On the other hand, some drug dealers
write explicitly what they advert and Grindr admin do not
react. They do not understand Serbian, so they don’t get it
what’s going on, and nothing happens, business as usual.

As N. explains his Grindr activities are multifocal with var-
ious user accounts deployed by him in support of his ac-
tivities.

In December 2016, a couple of weeks after our first in-
terview, N. was arrested with three other drug dealers in
downtown Belgrade because they were snitched by their
colleague drug dealer. The turf wars between them occa-
sionally erupts as the war for customers’ souls rages. The
yellow press initial reports on the incident were sensation-
alistic, and as a consequence, a moral panic emerged. The
press titles describing the event focused on those four men
as an organized ‘gay’ gang and how they’ve been caught
with huge amounts of illegal “rape drug”. This is the first
depiction of chemsex in a daily press in Serbia.

The second interview took place in September 2017, and
N. reflected on his arrest which happened 7 months ago.
He addressed it as an “unpleasant event”, and he added
that he knew who was responsible for his arrest. The fol-
lowing extract of his interview shed more light on those
events:

Z: How the arrest happened?

N: I know the guy who is responsible for it. He is a dealer,
too. He was in the club the night before, and he overheard
the story I've been telling to my friends that evening. | know
that he called the police to eliminate me as his competitor.
Z: So, this is actually a “war”, the ‘market share’ war?

N: Yes, it is! Absolutely!

Z: What happened after your arrest?

N: Nothing much has changed. I'm still selling drugs al-
though | do not sell G anymore. Now | sell just Poppers
and Kamagra.

N. elaborates on the dynamic of events - his arrest and his
activity after that. As the result of his arrest, he reduces the
number of drug products in his portfolio, and he describes
this as follows:

N: I don’t mind reducing my portfolio. | offer to customers
what’s available, although not everything. The rising num-
ber of customers provides space for everyone who wants
to sell drugs. The parties continue and they are on the rise.
The organizers and party hosts, they call me frequently,
and then | go there and | sell to them. It has happened
couple of times that I've met some other drug dealers in
the same party, each one of them selling their own goods
in the same time when | was there.

It’s not only that! Additionally, | have had frequent sex
offers. Some guys in the party, they want me join them.

sex offers. I'm not a sex worker. | deliver drugs to them
and that’s it. Sometimes, they wait for me in their undies,
almost naked, and as soon as they see me at the door they
start to pull me inside to join them.

Sometimes | am invited to the same party twice in three
days. There are between 5 to 15 guys having sex there,
people are just coming in and out...

Z: Do they use condoms?

N: They mostly do not use them. It’s bareback sex, so they
have sex without condoms. I've seen some HIV positive
quys there, too.

Z: How do you know that they are HIV positive?

N: They've told me so. Sometimes they feel very fragile
so they want to have a confession during the party. They
feel some kind of a relief when they have the opportunity
to tell someone about their HIV status. In those parties, the
most of participants are foreigners, they come from abroad
and they recruit local boys for sex. For instance, last night
I had a call and | went there, to that party, and there were
6 Greek guys and one local boy having sex with them and

partying.

In this part of his narrative, N. is touching upon several
crucial issues in chemsex culture — unprotected sex, emo-
tional fragility of the participants, mental health issues,
and multiple sex partners. Chemsex connects all of these
issues in a very complex and sometimes unpredictable
web of sexual desires and identities with frequent HIV and
STDs risk mismanagement.

In the last interview with N. which occurred in June 2018,
N. discussed chemsex parties as an everyday life topic and
a very regular activity for the raising number of gay men.
This time, N. did not change his portfolio; he only switched
to “mild drugs” as he prefers to call them. Nevertheless,
he touched upon very important issue when chemsex is
discussed — a negative side effects of the drugs and the
interactions between them, as well as an overdose. N. de-
scribes his experience with drugs’ side effects as follows:

Z: What is your biggest worry in this job?

N: My biggest worry is that something unpredictable will
happen when guys use different drugs. I'm worried about
uncontrolled side effects. They mix everything. | warn my
customers not to take drugs with alcohol all the time, but
you know how the things are! You cannot mix G and al-
cohol because you can fall unconscious. This is the case
if you mix Kamagra and Poppers, too. They have oppo-
site effects on your blood presure — using Poppers makes
blood pressure to drop, and using Kamagra pushes it up,
thus both having completely opposite side effects. Young-

N. describes his concern over drug effects when drugs are
mixed, but eventually his interest in drug sell prevails. He
continues to sell drugs to everyone who makes an inquiry
online.

Developed chemsex culture in Serbia

In January 2020, an interview with Stefan P., a 23-years
old former chemsex user, and now an activist who provides
peer support for chemsex users, gave more insights in de-
veloped chemsex scene in Belgrade [19]. In his interview, in
which he revealed current trends in chemsex gay scene in
Belgrade, Stefan reflected on numerous chemsex-related
themes: development of chemsex scene, online communi-
cation for the purposes of chemsex, and pleasure in chem-
sex. An hour and a half long and very insightful interview
with Stefan revealed not only the momentum of chemsex
scene, but also how that scene developed through time.
During this interview discussion revealed the changes in
gay online communication, drug availability and expanded
network of users among gay men. Stefan described this
continual development as follows:

The scene expanded and more participants and more par-
ty organizers are active. The other major thing is the shift in
drug use. In the beginning, you could not get chrystal meth.
That’s still the case, but now you have a direct access to
chrystal-meth through guys who are coming from abroad.

Stefan makes a parallel between 2017 when he attend-
ed chemsex parties, and 2020 when he helps through
peer-support for chemsex users in the organization where
he works. In relation to drugs, the most available is G,
while chrystal-meth is less accessible. In addition, recently
mephedrone (and other synthetic cathenons) are also be-
came available on Serbia’s drug market.

Regarding the role of online gay communication in chem-
sex, Stefan describes such role as follows:

Stefan described his first experience with chemsex drugs
as follows:

The moment you take the drugs [...] you only think of hav-
ing sex. The level of pleasure is unthinkable! You are so
horny [...] I'll give you an example. Let’s say that when you
are normally horny this could be marked as 10, but when
you take G it’s like 200 to 400 times bigger sensation!

Stefan’s described his experience of pleasure enhance-
ment as uncontrollable, and such lack of control in chem-
sex frightens him. He presents this as follows:

I stopped doing chems. | do not go to the parties anymore.
I lost control one time and that feels scary. | do not remem-
ber anything, a complete black-out.

Everything was blurred. | didn’t know where | am and |
didn’t have a sense of time.

Discussion

Serbian chemsex culture is at its peak, nevertheless it
seems that it constantly changes and grows. An online
chemsex representations on the users’ profiles on Grin-
dr, PlanetRomeo and GaySerbia are invaluable contribu-
tion if we want to understand the changes and dynamism
of chemsex. Furthermore, the importance of online gay
communication for chemsex related issues is steadily ex-
panding — recruitment for parties, filtering of potential sex
partners with chemsex preferences, drug selling and drug
marketing, but also peer support and sharing of all chem-
sex relevant information. The role of online communication
for marketing services is not a new phenomenon, and it
did not take long before many gay men realized that they
could harness gay dating websites and social networks
for the purpose of chemsex. N.’s confession introduces a
few of chemsex-related issues — the issue of responsibili-
ty while using drugs and awareness of the multiple drugs’
effects. The interactions between different chemsex drugs
could be very harmful for the users. In Serbia, the same
as worldwide, a numerous gay dating websites such as
Grindr, PlanetRomeo, GaySerbia or Scruff provide a cheap
infrastructure for all kinds of promotions: Pride weeks ad-
vert, male sex work, fetishes, and also for drugs’ adverts.

A perspective of a drug dealer further elucidated chem-
sex-related issues: such as questions of unsafe sex, HIV
and sexually transmitted infection transmission, drug-drug
interactions, drug toxicity and drug side effects. Some pro-
ductive future researches on chemsex in the Serbian con-
text should focus on the following issues: consent, male
rape, drug-drug interactions, HIV status disclosure, an-
tiretrovirals-drug interactions, depression and other men-
tal health issues. A peer support and community support
are also important for gay men involved in chemsex and
poly-drug use as they contribute to risk reduction related
to the practice. In the present day, online communication
on chemsex has changed — a strategic (in)visibility from
the beginning of chemsex online activities is replaced by
the use of specific emoticons online which is discussed by
Stefan in his interview. Stefan highlights the role of specific
emoticons on gay dating apps for chemsex users. They
have drug preferences which are freely expressed on the
users’ profiles, thus the role that gay online communication
plays in chemsex is indisputable [19].

In his interview, Stefan also recollects how the intensity of
pleasure in sex under chemsex drugs is immensely multi-
plied. For some researchers, the issue of sexual pleasure
is important for gay intimacy, but it could be seen also as
the attempt of homosocialization among gay men [3]. In
a timely overview of chemsex culture, and in the autoeth-
nography style, Stuart (2019) describes how complex the
phenomenon of chemsex is and what are the characteris-
tics that define chemsex as a quest for “[...] the pleasure,
the connection, the joy and the love [...]” for gay men. In
chemsex, the quest for sexual pleasure continues, but also
for homosociality. Chemsex is not only the possibility of
‘having sex under drugs’ ‘[32].

The risk assessment research related to HIV infection and
other STls transmission among gay men in Serbia practic-
ing chemsex are yet to be done in the Serbian context. In
the “Third European Chemsex Forum Report” (2019), Dr
Alexandre Aslan described the multiplication of pleasure
in chemsex resulting in increased risk of HIV and STls as
follows:

The commonality of all the chemsex drugs”, is that “[...]
they hugely increased the production of dopamine in the
brain, making them particularly effective. Dopamine in-
creased sexual arousal and pleasure seeking behaviours,
reduced inhibition and increased risk taking” (p. 9).[33]

The consequences of chemsex drug-use are discussed
by Stefan in his interview. Nevertheless, more in-depth re-
search and active outreach are needed fully to understand
the extent to which chemsex harm reduction in Serbia

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could be developed and upgraded in order to be respon-
sive to the social health aspect of the needs of those who
participate in chemsex.

Conclusion

The effects of chemsex on gay intimacy, gay men’s sexual
practices and their well-being in the Serbian context are
yet to be fully understood. More visibility of experiences
by Serbian gay men and researches, too, are needed to
engage with such a complex phenomenon as chemsex.
This article aims to broaden the discussion on chemsex in
Serbia and to open a variety of possible interdisciplinary
avenues of research related to this phenomenon in Serbia
in particular in the domain of public health, HIV prevention,
and harm reduction.

Potential limitation of this article is that it discusses chem-
sex scene in Belgrade, as the biggest urban center in Ser-
bia, and is less focused on other parts of the country. An-
other potential limitation is that there is only one interview
with an activist and a former user to describe the develop-
ment of chemsex culture; nevertheless this interview pro-
vides invaluable insights form the perspective of a chem-
sex user and an activist. The strength of this article is that
it breaks new ground on research into chemsex in Serbia
bringing on board a range of viewpoints (users, a dealer,
an activist), and it analyses a complex interplay between
different aspects of chemsex — from online representations
and recruitment for chemsex parties to drug sale, experi-
ences of drug use, sexual practices, sexual intimacy, and a
problem of inadequate harm reduction strategies.
