In October, the Institute of Public Health of Serbia "Dr. Mi-
lan Jovanovi¢ Batut" traditionally organizes the "Batut’s
Days," whereby the 99th anniversary of the Institute's ex-
istence and work was celebrated this year. At the profes-
sional conference, which was held in Belgrade, under the
auspices of the Ministry of Health of the Republic of Ser-
bia, on October 30, 2023, the knowledge and experience
of the experts in various fields were presented, including
the analysis of public health trends, in the "Health of the
Population of Serbia 2001-2020" publication.

More than 200 public health professionals, partners and
associates participated in the professional meeting, where
the participants were informed about the analytical study
on the health of the population of Serbia 2001-2020, which
is a large scale and long term follow up study, very signifi-
cant in terms of its content.

Prof. Verica Jovanovi¢, DScMed, director of the Institute of
Public Health of Serbia "Dr Milan Jovanovi¢ Batut," opened
the conference by stating that the employees of the Insti-
tute, side by side with their colleagues from 24 public health
institutes and centers, monitor the health status of Serbian
citizens on a daily basis, including innovations and mod-
ernization of work methods and health care programs, as
well as the application of advancing health technologies.

The Institute of Public Health of Serbia "Dr Milan Jovanovi¢
Batut" plays a key role in monitoring the health status of
the population, analysing health capacities, health needs,
risks and diseases of social and medical importance. The
health of population is one of the most relevant resourc-
es for the development of any society and it represents a
prerequisite for its further progress. The professional and
scientific work focused on indicators of the health status of
the population, risk factors for the development of health
problems, the development and resources of the health
care system, as well as challenges in the field of public

The first conference session addressed the topics relat-
ed to demographic characteristics of the population and
health risk factors - determinants of health. This was fol-
lowed by lectures on non-communicable health conditions,
as well as infectious diseases i.e., epidemics and vacci-
nation, with a special emphasis on monitoring the various
diseases in our surroundings. The next session was ded-
icated to the health status (of adult population and school
children) and the use of health care system in Serbia, the
quality of health care, as well as the analysis of health care
providers and human resources in the health care system.
The growing importance of multisectoral cooperation, the
active involvement of a large number of other health-relat-
ed sectors, as well as the exchange of information and an
effective response to public health threats, such as coop-
eration during the COVID-19 pandemic, were particularly
emphasized.

Through the experts’ exceptional presentations, the ob-
jectives of this year's professional conference organized
within the "Batut's Days 2023" were achieved, including
the knowledge presented and information provided to the
general public and professional circles, which will be used
in the planning of activities related to health promotion and
disease prevention, as well as in the further development
of health policies and efficient and quality health care sys-
tem.

In the course of the conference, a parallel session of the
Joint Action Program under the Third EU Health Program
was also organized. This session was dedicated to the pre-
sentation of the results of the WP7 project "Strengthening
Health Preparedness and Response Planning to Biological
and Chemical Terrorist Attacks - TERROR."

The professional meeting marking the "Batut’s Days 2023"
was attended by representatives of the Ministry of Health,
the Republic Fund of Health Insurance, public health insti-
tutes and centers, healthcare institutions, the WHO office
in Belgrade, UNICEF, UNDP, SKGO (Standing Conference
of Towns and Municipalities), and representatives of the
Statistical Office of the Republic of Serbia, as well as of
preventive medicine departments of medical faculties.
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
